Legal Aspects of Marriage

The word ‘family’ is used to describe many relationships: parents and children; people
related by blood, marriage, or adoption. For convenience it is possible to distinguish a ‘nuclear
family’ (parents and their dependent children), ‘extended families’ (the nuclear family plus the
wider kin. e.g. grandparents), ‘kinship’ (the larger family groups related by blood or marriage) and
‘households’ (a group of people sharing accommodation).

1. In fact, the law affects families in many different ways throughout the course of a
person’s life: from taxation to immigration law, from insurance to social securitu. But in general
family law is seen as the law governing the relationships between children and parents, and
between adults in close emotional relationships. Broadly speaking, family law seeks to pursue four
goals:

- elucidative - to clarify the rights and duties of family members and to specify how
these rights and duties originate and terminate;

- supportive - to encourage and support family life;

- protective - to guard members of a family from physical, emotional or economic
harm;

- adiustive - to help families which have broken down to adjust to new lives apart.

Marriage. ‘Marriage’ is a contract between two persons who agree to live together as
husband and wife. It creates legal rights and duties for each party. In terms of compliance with
certain legal requirements marriage relationships can be divided into three categories: valid, void
(prohibited), and voidable.

Void marriages. When the law says that a marriage is void, it means that the marriage never
existed. Sometimes legal writers refer to these marriages as void ab initio (from the beginning).
Void marriages include marriages between persons of the same sex (where prohibited), marriages
entered into before the divorce of a prior marriage becomes final (where bigamy is proscribed), and
marriages between persons related to one another in a certain degree of closeness.

Voidable marriages. Voidable marriages are those that have some defect in the essential
elements of a valid marriage. Unlike void marriages, however, the defect can be remedied.
Voidable marriages include marriages between persons who lack capacity, marriages where the



consent to marry is obtained by force or fraud. In a voidable marriage, someone can challenge the
marriage, and the court may rule it void and allow the partners to separate.

Valid marriages. A valid marriage is one that is formed in accordance with the requirements
of the statutes that create the marital relationship. These relationships can have specific
consequences for rights of child custody, property ownership, inheritance, the right to make health
decisions for a loved one, the availability of employment benefits and tax deductions.
